
STEP INSTRUCTIONS

1 Remove rear knuckle and factory dust shield.

2
Install the provided 3d printed hub ring onto the knuckle and mark a cut line on the face of the hub. Using a flap disc or belt 

grinder, remove material up to the cut line in order to allow the RX7 FD rotor to fit over the RX7 FC hub. 

3
Install the 3d printed knuckle cut fixture into the OEM upper caliper mounting hole and mark a cut line. Use a reciprocating saw
and/or grinder to remove the OEM upper caliper mount on the knuckle. Test fit the foot brake caliper bracket and ensure that 

there is no material keeping the caliper bracket from sitting flush against the hub mounting face. 

4
Install foot brake bracket and torque the M8 fasteners to 28 ft lbs using blue Loctite on the threads. Failure to properly torque 

these bolts and ensure they remain tight during operation may result in bolt shear or bolt hole tear-out on the bracket.

Install Z32 caliper on foot brake caliper bracket and torque to 60 ft lb.

Scribe Line & Cut

• Install the 3d printed knuckle cut fixture as shown and mark a cut line. Use a 
reciprocating saw and/or grinder to remove the OEM upper caliper mount on the 
knuckle. Test fit the foot brake caliper bracket and ensure that there is no material 
keeping the caliper bracket from sitting flush against the hub mounting face. 

Scribe Line & Cut

(Passenger Side Shown)



• Install foot brake bracket and torque the M8 fasteners to 28 ft lbs using blue Loctite 
(included) on the threads. Install Z32 caliper on foot brake caliper bracket and torque 
to 60 ft lb.

• Install handbrake caliper bracket and torque the M8 fasteners to 28 ft lbs using blue 
Loctite (included) on the threads. Install Z32 caliper on handbrake caliper bracket and 
torque to 60 ft lb.

The hydraulic handbrake bracket experiences a significant amount of force under full lock. Failure to 
properly torque these bolts and ensure they remain tight during operation may result in bolt hole tear-

out on the bracket. Make this a part of your routine pre drift event bolt check!
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
